Minutes of the Pre-Council of the City Council held Tuesday, February 12, 2013, at 5:31 p.m. at the Lehi City Administration Building, 153 North 100 East, Lehi, Utah.

Welcome and Opening Comment

Mayor Wilson welcomed everyone and noted that all Council members were present except Councilor Holbrook who will join the meeting in progress.  Councilor Collins gave the opening comment.

Agenda Review
Mayor Wilson stated that this item will be reviewed after the Administrative Report.

3.
Administrative Report
a.
Snow Plow software presentation – Wade Allred, Streets Superintendent

Todd Munger discussed the snow removal process and distributed a handout outlining the three key elements required for snow removal and the priority routes.  Wade Allred stated that the three key elements required for snow removal are: 1) salt becomes ineffective once the ground temperature drops below 15 degrees; 2) moisture is required to get the full effect of salt; and 3) salt needs traffic to break it up and activate it.  He discussed their priority snow plow routes and explained that he has put GPS on every service truck in the service department.  He stated that this technology gives them the ability to see where the snow plows have been, the speed they go, and the time they were there.  He stated that this is a protection for the City and accountability for the employees.

Councilor Holbrook arrived at 5:41 pm.

Mr. Allred gave a presentation of how the GPS system works.

2300 West naming discussion – Kim Struthers, Planning Director
Kim Struthers reported that when 2300 West connects to Triumph Blvd it will no longer be at 2300 W according to the address grid.  He asked them to consider giving that section of the street a name or they could shift the grid to keep the street as 2300 W.  He explained that he just wanted to raise the issue and schedule some time to discuss later.  Mayor Wilson inquired if there is an advantage in having a name instead of numbers.  Mr. Struthers replied that the named street makes the most sense.  He stated that it does tie into Triumph Boulevard and it could keep that name.  Councilor Johnson stated that he likes the idea of naming it Triumph Blvd.  Councilor Revill wondered if Thanksgiving Point would have any issues naming it Triumph Blvd.  Mr. Struthers replied that he hasn’t talked to them yet.  Councilor Revill stated that he likes naming it to help with fire and police calls.  Councilor Collins stated that she also likes naming it Triumph Blvd.  Lorin Powell cautioned about doing away with the name 2300 W altogether, as there is funding associated with the name 2300 West.  Councilor Collins inquired as to why the street couldn’t have both 2300 West and Triumph Blvd. on the signs.  Mr. Powell replied that they could do that.  
Kim Struthers reported that the Council of Governments has asked all the cities to give city addresses to county islands.  He explained that the City would not have to annex the property, but Lehi City addresses would make it easier for emergency personnel to find addresses rather than looking for a county address.  He stated that they will do an analysis to see how many homes will be affected by changing their address as there would be some costs to the people to re-address.  

c.
Presentation on study and staff evaluation of speed limits on three City streets – Lorin Powell, City Engineer

Brad Kenison reported that last fall the Council asked the engineering department to look into speed limits on certain roads and have a speed study done.  He stated that they set out speed counters on 1200 East, Ashton Boulevard, and 2300 West, and sent that data to a traffic engineer.  Based on that data, the traffic engineer made some recommendations as follows:  

Ashton Boulevard: The recommended speed is 40 mph from the study and the speed limit is currently 30 mph.  Staff recommends raising the speed limit to 40 mph.  
2300 West: The recommended speed is 35 mph north of Pioneer crossing and 40 mph south of Pioneer Crossing.  The current speed limit is 25 mph.  Staff recommends raising the speed limit to 35 mph.  
1200 East: The recommended speed is 35 mph, and 25 mph for the dips.  It was also recommended to put in a dip sign prior to the dips.  Staff recommends raising the entire road to 30 mph.  

d.
Discussion of Solicitors Ordinance – Ryan Wood, City Attorney

Ryan Wood reported that he provided the current solicitors ordinance in the packet and that he has identified some weaknesses and things to be addressed in it.  He stated that one problem is that all the discretion is vested in the Chief of Police to issue or revoke a permit, and the current ordinance is not specific enough on the types of crimes that an applicant committed in order to deny a license.  He stated that there is no requirement that the City supply a badge for the licensee to wear and no definitions or exemptions.  He stated that there isn’t a penalty for not having a solicitors license, no provision for the applicant to provide a criminal background check, no time of day restrictions when the licensee can solicit, no provision stating that the licensee cannot approach a home or business with a no solicitation sign, and no penalty for violation of the ordinance.  He asked for input on what the Mayor and Council want to see in the ordinance.  Councilor Collins stated that she would like to require them to wear a badge showing they are licensed in Lehi.  Councilor Holbrook stated that he likes that the licensee would have to honor a no solicitor sign and likes the idea of requiring a badge.  Mr. Wood reported that the Utah League of Cities and Towns drafted a model solicitors ordinance a few years ago and that could be used to draft the new ordinance.  
2.
Agenda Review
Mayor Wilson reviewed the agenda.  Councilor Johnson reported that he found some conflicts in Resolution #2013-03 regarding the Council Policies and Procedures.  Councilor Collins stated that she is concerned that they are imposing a fine and wondered if that needed to be done through an ordinance.

4.
Mayor/Council Round Table
Mayor Wilson distributed a memo entitled Areas of Need for Potential City Council Assignments.  He also distributed and discussed an e-mail he received from Debbie Francis of the La Rocca soccer club regarding the renting of the soccer fields.
Councilor Revill reported that the Mayor and Council will be receiving a formal invitation for February 28, 2013, to attend the Fox Hollow Golf Course state of the golf course annual meeting.  

Derek Todd reported that the Green Eggs and Ham event will be held on Monday.  He stated that he just received word the City will once again receive the GFOA award.  

Councilor Collins reported that she and Councilor Southwick are available on March 5 and 19, 2013, to hold a town hall meeting.  

With no further business to come before the City Council at this time the meeting adjourned at approximately 6:55 p.m.
