DRC RED LINE COMMENTS:
Rob:
1. Show the transformer pad detail in the detail sheets
2. Show a sectionalizer in the northeast corner of the property over the proposed power line
3. Note the panel size and voltage requirements
4. Show a 6-inch conduit from the new sectionalizer on the NE corner to the existing and also a 6-inch and 2-inch conduit to the SE corner of the property line.
Lee:  
5. Sheet SD1.1 – in 1100 West, show the correct sizing on the drainage pipe (not existing 24-inch pipe – sizes and open ditch may vary)
6. Provide a letter from the Irrigation Company regarding the installation of the irrigation piping on the property
7. Show a flared end section and a trash rack on the north end of the site 90-degrees to the flow of the ditch
8. On the south end, pipeline shown crossing the Anderson property needs to be pulled back to the church site or acquire easements and a flared end section with a 90-degree installation
9. All access to the property will be off of the frontage of the property – add a note to that effect
10. Water line on 1100 West is 8-inch SDR 21 C200 PVC, PI is a 12-inch C900 DR-18 purple pipe, and sewer is an existing 15-inch pipe
11. On the PI service, suggest adjusting the size to a smaller service size
12. On the PI service, move it closer to the culinary service and note the sizing on sheet SD1.1
13. On the backflow preventer on the culinary line, show it as an USC approved RP backflow preventer with hot box with power to prevent freezing
14. Locate main line for the hydrants to provide a 15-20 foot piping from the fire line to the main
15. Show sizing on the site plan for the irrigation piping (24-inch RCP) and provide a profile for the irrigation pipe
16. Consider a manhole at the 45-degree bend changes or a larger square box to accommodate the angles
17. Show a detail and label bolt down grates to the framework

18. Agricultural fencing standard (6-foot no climb fencing) must be met, unless otherwise approved in writing by adjacent property owners

19. All non-standard city sections should be labeled as private
20. Provide additional details as to how the storm drain lift station functions in conjunction with the public storm drainage system
21. Sheet SD1.6c – show the 1100 West CBR value and the associated subbase thickness from the standard table

22. Provide an overall landscape sheet showing plantings, valves, and mainlines

23. On the drainage study, put a copy of the Lehi City drainage curves into the report
24. Sheet D1.1a – add the standard ADA ramps note
25. Add a cross section of the detention pond showing side slopes, depth, 100-year water level, and freeboard
26. Sheet SD1.2 – label the detention pond and show its capacity
27. Sheet SD1.6 – on the profile, label the top 2 lines
28. Sheet L102b – add a note that the tree canopies will be maintained professionally to keep the limbs/canopy from the clear view/sight triangle area

29. On the site plan, note #12, move the note to the west door
30. Correct the labels that are pointing to the wrong locations
31. On Site Notes, note #13, refer to the 2009 standards (instead of 2004)

PRIOR TO PRECONSTRUCTION MEETING:
1. Provide an engineer’s cost estimate for the cost of all improvements.
2. Bonding must be in place prior to construction.
3. Provide a title report to be reviewed by Lehi City Attorney.
4. Verification that rollback taxes have been paid (provide a letter from the title company)
5. Need surveyor’s and engineer’s stamps on construction drawings.
6. Easement over the fire line (20 foot)
7. 30-foot public utility easement along the frontage of 1100 West (enlarged to cover the irrigation line)
8. Deed for the road dedication on 1100 West needs to be recorded
9. Reimbursement for right of way and pavement

DRC GENERAL COMMENTS:
1. On the power, developer will install conduit; Lehi City Power will install all other required power infrastructure shown on the plans and charge the developer for the costs.  These costs are separate from power impact fees that are paid with the building permit. 
2. Developer is responsible to relocate any existing Rocky Mountain Power facilities at their expense
3. Prior to the pre-construction meeting, Lehi City Staff will make copies of plans for the meeting from the check set and the developer will pay fees for the copies.  When changes need to be made to a check set, revise the affected sheets only.  Each new submittal will require a revision date on each new sheet.
4. The approval of a development shall be effective for a period of one (1) year from the date the development is approved by the Planning Commission or City Council, whichever is applicable. 
5. Planning commission will need to review building elevation with the architectural standards
