DRC RED LINE COMMENTS:

Lee:  

1. All access to the property will be off of the frontage of the property – add a note to that effect
2. SD1.1a - Change the backflow note - where it says “2 inch RP” add “with an approved hotbox and provide power to keep it from freezing”

3. Add standard as-built note

4. On all hydrants, show the valves on the main line

5. Easements are clipping the corners of the adjacent property owners, recommend realigning the angle or a letter from the adjacent property owners.
6. On fire line taps, reference them as hot taps

7. SD1.1a - note 1 can be removed

8. SD1.1a - Notes 21 and 22 add to them “water service for the Olson property”
9. On plan view and profile, the sewer is 15 inch

10. SD1.1 - Trane engineering detail - trash rack plan use 6 or 8 inch flat bar instead of 6 inch as shown, on the diversion box detail note waterman or equal, on the grate detail add to note “that grate being modified for head gates needs to be cut and ground to prevent injuries and inspected by the Lehi Irrigation Company 

11. On all plans remove note of grate, all lids will be a ring and cover manhole style

12. SD1.6b - Change road detail to water detail

13. SD1.6c - Pull out references to Lehi City - keep Lehi City Irrigation trash rack only

14. On landscape plans, there must be a point of connection and size for pressure irrigation and hot tap valve on the main line

15. SD1.1 and SD1.9 - Add a note referencing a hot tap valve on the main line

16. Label the amount of total watered landscaped acreage

17. SD1.6a - Culinary water line should be investigated for looping, and if so change it to not loop

18. Agricultural fencing standard (6-foot no climb fencing) must be met, unless otherwise approved in writing by adjacent property owners

19. On SD 1.6A, suggest that the bottom of box elevation should be more in accordance with the City’s standard plans.  Also recommend that combo boxes not be used for inlet boxes (recommend using a standard inlet box).
20. On roadway section CC, direct the pump flows to the bottom of the box.

21. Provide an overall landscape plan sheet and a separate overall irrigation plan sheet showing plantings, valves, and mainlines.

22. Page Strom drain calculations - take out 10 year detention calculations. 

23. Page Entitled Storm Drain Calculations for West Area 18 and 19 - Provide a narrative for why we are retaining in areas 18 and 19
24. Recommend any private storm drain be at least 12 inches in diameter.
25. The storm drain calculations need to be stamped by a licensed engineer.

PRIOR TO PRECONSTRUCTION MEETING:

1. Provide an engineer’s cost estimate for the cost of all improvements.

2. Bonding must be in place prior to construction.

3. Provide a title report to be reviewed by Lehi City Attorney.
4. Verification that rollback taxes have been paid (provide a letter from the title company)
5. Need surveyor’s and engineer’s stamps on construction drawings.
6. Easement over the fire line (20 foot)
7. 30-foot public utility easement along the frontage of 1100 West (enlarged to cover the irrigation line)
8. Deed for the road dedication on 1100 West needs to be recorded

9. Reimbursement for right of way and pavement
DRC GENERAL COMMENTS:

1. On the power, developer will install conduit; Lehi City Power will install all other required power infrastructure shown on the plans and charge the developer for the costs.  These costs are separate from power impact fees that are paid with the building permit. 
2. Developer is responsible to relocate any existing Rocky Mountain Power facilities at their expense
3. Prior to the pre-construction meeting, Lehi City Staff will make copies of plans for the meeting from the check set and the developer will pay fees for the copies.  When changes need to be made to a check set, revise the affected sheets only.  Each new submittal will require a revision date on each new sheet.

4. The approval of a development shall be effective for a period of one (1) year from the date the development is approved by the Planning Commission or City Council, whichever is applicable. 

5. Planning commission will need to review building elevation with the architectural standards 
6. Note church is using PVC pipe in the detention pond, City recommends using standard pipe material
THIS ITEM NEEDS TO RETURN TO DRC FOR FURTHER REVIEW.  THE ANNEXATION NEEDS TO BE FINALIZED PRIOR TO THIS ITEM BEING SCHEDULED FOR PLANNING COMMISSION INCLUDING WATER DEDICATION ON THE CHURCH PROPERTY AND THE OLSENS.
