DRC COMMENTS:
· Opticom will be required at lights/signals
· At Point Meadows Drive and 2300 W, eliminate blowoff on the South side of the road
· [bookmark: _GoBack]DT-1 - Match top of pipe in underground clean out box
· Add a note that building permits will be required for retaining walls over 4 feet
· Suggest showing thermoplastic striping in major roads
· Label all cross streets
· ER-1 - State how and why storm drain pipe will be abandoned
· Dp-1 - Specify pipe materials on plan and profile sheets
· DT-2-A2 - Stationing upside down relative to other text
· DT-2 - Valve for culinary blowoff should be set at finished ground
· DT-5 - Relocate fire hydrant detail to match current fire hydrant detail, change to the elbow for fire hydrant
· DT-7 - Provide explanation for drainage at 2300 W at Point Meadow Dr. Drainage low point on north side of intersection appears to be at ADA ramp. Is a cross gutter being proposed across Point Meadow Dr.?
· DP-1 – At existing manhole 1-1 drop new storm drain to match top of pipes of existing 48 inch storm drain. This should provide more cover between the existing storm pipe and 36 inch sewer.
· RP-1-A1 – Show a profile of the existing roadway center line or clarify that the existing ground shown for the existing ground center line.
· E-2677 – Show the existing 36 inch sewer line beneath the drain structure in the profile view.
· Indicate the 6 foot chain link fence with slats is a temporary fence until such time that the complete road improvements are installed (which would trigger the arterial road fencing requirements). Suggest showing fencing on the typical cross section.
· Need to address the aesthetics of the project
· Recommend landscaping planter strip areas between 1800 N and 2100 N. Provide landscaping plans.
· RD-1 – Recommend hardscape instead in rock mulch areas less than 2 feet wide
· RD-2 – Recommend pockets of low maintenance landscaping and use of boulders to enhance aesthetics.
