Rob:
1. Panel sizes and voltage requirement note
2. Show transformer and meter location

3. A 4 and 2 inch conduit from the transformer pad to the closest power pole
Kerry: No comment
Lee:

4. A pressure irrigation service will have to be stubbed from 400 East for landscape requirements
5. Show and label the culinary water service

6. Do a hazard survey with the water department and install a backflow preventer and hot box per water department
7. Contact the Lehi Water Department for an inspection

8. Sewer lateral in parking lot connects to Main Street
Kim:
9. Recommend extending the grass area on the west side of the building over the striped paved area in the southwest portion of the parking lot
10. Recommend additional landscaping width along Main Street. Parking lot aisle is much larger than needed and it could be reduced and additional area put into landscaping. 

11. Recommend adding architectural details such as cornices, a defined entrance with a pop-out, downward spiral lights

12. Make sure the sight triangle at 400 East and Main Street is not obstructed, show sight triangle 

13. Add the following notes:

a) A note stating that all ADA accessible sidewalk ramps will be constructed in accordance with the 2009 edition of the Lehi City Design Standards and Public Improvements Specifications.

b) A note stating that prior to construction, an erosion and sedimentation control plan (SWPPP) will be submitted to the Public Works Director for approval.

c) A note stating that prior to commencement of any work, a preconstruction meeting will be held with the Public Works Director, Chief Building Official, city inspectors, the contractor and the property owner.

Brad:
14. Show design of curb and gutter along 400 East. Consider moving the water south to an inlet and install a box to connect it to the existing storm drain on the west side of 400 East. Alternative storm drain design could be to backflow the storm drain from the south to the inlet on the northwest corner
15. Indicate that all improvements in the public right of way are per City standards
16. Provide a cross access agreement 
Steve:
17. Provide an irrigation plan with rain sensor, head type, valve location, and tabulations
18. Suggest landscaping out front, such as a planter
PRIOR TO PRECONSTRUCTION:
· Provide an engineer’s cost estimate for the cost of all improvements.

· Bonding must be in place prior to construction.

· New property line adjacent to existing roads must be staked and reviewed by the City.
GENERAL DRC COMMENTS:

· On the power, developer will install conduit; Lehi City Power will install all other required power infrastructure shown on the plans and charge the developer for the costs.  These costs are separate from power impact fees that are paid with the building permit.

· The approval of a development shall be effective for a period of one (1) year from the date the development is approved by the Planning Commission or City Council, whichever is applicable.
