11. C7.1 - The block and aggregate inlet sediment device - use City standard detail

12. Provide a profile of the storm drain across 400 East and show existing utilities. Pothole utilities for placement on profile
13. Indicate that all improvements in the public right of way are per City standards - also all details for these improvements should be the City’s Standard Details
14. Provide in the site plan the dimensions to locate the proposed curb off of the existing curb 

15. Site plan detail 1D - needs to read “2 foot highback curb per Lehi City Standards Road-5”

16. Show pavement cross section for 400 East with 3 inches of asphalt over 6 inches of road base over 8 inches of sub base
17. Along 400 East show existing shots within the pavement so roadway cross slopes can be checked - cross slope standard is one percent minimum and four percent maximum

18. Label the concrete drive approach on 400 East

19. Show and label the existing east-west irrigation power conduit 
PRIOR TO PRECONSTRUCTION:
· Provide an engineer’s cost estimate for the cost of all improvements.

· Bonding must be in place prior to construction.

· New property line adjacent to existing roads must be staked and reviewed by the City.
· Provide a cross access agreement 

GENERAL DRC COMMENTS:

· On the power, developer will install conduit; Lehi City Power will install all other required power infrastructure shown on the plans and charge the developer for the costs.  These costs are separate from power impact fees that are paid with the building permit.

· The approval of a development shall be effective for a period of one (1) year from the date the development is approved by the Planning Commission or City Council, whichever is applicable.
