1. If power upgrade is required, show a 4 inch and 2 inch conduit from new transformer pad location to sectionalizer west side of road

2. Transformer - needs a 7x7 cement pad with 10 feet clearance in front

3. C6.0 - Label the PI, needs to be installed - note to be indicated. It will be a one inch service line and connect to the main 6 inch line on 400 East.

4. Show and label a UCS backflow preventor and hot box

5. UCS backflow preventer and hotbox to be on culinary not required on pressure irrigation

6. Provide a profile of the storm drain across 400 East and show existing utilities. Pothole utilities for placement on profile. C2.0 - show the storm drain box in curb and gutter 
7. Show pavement cross section for 400 East with 3 inches of asphalt over 6 inches of road base over 8 inches of sub base
8. Along 400 East show existing shots within the pavement so roadway cross slopes can be checked - cross slope standard is one percent minimum and four percent maximum

9. Label the concrete drive approach on 400 East
10. C7.0 - ADA corner ramp and sidewalk detail should be the City Road-7 drawing. Sheet 7.1 - remove the filter sack details, as they are covered by the IP detail.

PRIOR TO PRECONSTRUCTION:
· Provide an engineer’s cost estimate for the cost of all improvements.

· Bonding must be in place prior to construction.

· New property line adjacent to existing roads must be staked and reviewed by the City.
· Provide a cross access agreement 
GENERAL DRC COMMENTS:

· On the power, developer will install conduit; Lehi City Power will install all other required power infrastructure shown on the plans and charge the developer for the costs.  These costs are separate from power impact fees that are paid with the building permit.

· The approval of a development shall be effective for a period of one (1) year from the date the development is approved by the Planning Commission or City Council, whichever is applicable.
· Planning Commission needs to review the building materials for compliance with the commercial design standards, suggest use of rock at the base of the building.
