DRC RED LINE COMMENTS:

Rob:
1. Show panel size and voltage requirements on electrical sheet
Kerry:
2. Show the water line that is looped between 3070 North and 3200 North as an 8 inch pressure irrigation line and hot tapped on the 3200 North connection
3. Correct line size on the 16 inch line on 3200 North

4. Add fire hydrants and valves on the northwest and northeast islands

5. Delete the section of line on the east side of the church, remove the post indicator valves comment near the northeast corner

6. Install a 6 inch fire line from 3070 North along the south side of the east side of the building

7. Note on the blue route is C200 PVC
Lee:

8. Adjust the backflow note to the UCS to show RP instead of a double check and remove wording “testable and maintainable from the top position”
9. At the end of 3070 North street, there needs to be an easement that coves the lines 

10. Note existing water lines and existing blowoff needs to be relocated, show and label construction valves

11. The bends on 3070 North street show culinary and PI services to the west, needs to be copper in public easement
12. Show utility plan as a 1.5 inch PI service

13. Show a tabulation on landscape plan the amount of watered area

14. L501 - Do not need note 3, the reference to a backflow preventer

15. On electrical plan, show the conduit to the backflow preventer 
Kim:
16. The 4 parking lot islands in the main parking area are to be landscaped
17. The fencing should be reviewed based on the Planning Commission motion from the concept plan
Lynn: No comment
Jim:
18. Under the private detention system add “to be owned by the owners of this property, not to be altered or removed without permission of city engineer or City Council”
19. Label the storm drains on the property as private
20. Change pipe connections on discharge from the 15 inch pipe to a new 12 inch pipe

21. C108 - Catch basin #14, change to a box because it has 3 pipes connected 

22. An additional building permit will be required for the shed
Brad:
23. The overall discharge for the entire site cannot exceed 0.07 CFS per acre, which shall include 3200 North as well as other site areas that are not intercepted by the detention basins
24. The 3200 North storm drainage may tie in to the existing 48 inch drain pipe, but the detention for that area will be accounted for by the site
25. Any private details should be labeled as such
26. Add a roadway cross section for public roadways including CBR values to justify roadbase thicknesses
Steve:
27. Provide irrigation plans for the site with irrigation sensors, heads, and tabulations
PRIOR TO PRECONSTRUCTION MEETING:

· Provide an engineer’s cost estimate for the cost of all improvements.

· Bonding must be in place prior to construction.

· Need surveyor’s and engineer’s stamps on construction drawings.

· New property line adjacent to existing roads must be staked and reviewed by the City.

· Provide signed easement verification sheet.
· Developer shall provide a letter with exhibit of property covered from their title company guaranteeing that the greenbelt taxes have been paid.
GENERAL COMMENTS:

· On the power, developer will install conduit; Lehi City Power will install all other required power infrastructure shown on the plans and charge the developer for the costs.  These costs are separate from power impact fees that are paid with the building permit.

· Prior to the pre-construction meeting, Lehi City Staff will make copies of plans for the meeting from the check set and the developer will pay fees for the copies.  When changes need to be made to a check set, revise the affected sheets only.  Each new submittal will require a revision date on each new sheet.

· The approval of a development shall be effective for a period of one (1) year from the date the development is approved by the Planning Commission or City Council, whichever is applicable.
