1. C102 - Modify note 25 - Install one lock box next to the annunciator entrance

5. The overall discharge for the entire site cannot exceed 0.07 CFS per acre, which shall include other site areas that are not intercepted by the detention basins
6. The 3200 North storm drainage may tie in to the existing 48 inch drain pipe (match tops of pipes) 
7. Add a roadway cross section for public roadways including CBR values to justify road base thicknesses.  Also add a note to indicate that all structural fill material beneath the sub base will be classified A-1-a to City Specifications

8. Along 3200 North, install a 5 foot planter and 4 foot walk and transition on the corner. On 3070 North, transition at the knuckle of the cul-de-sac.
9. C103 - Request providing a letter from the owner of the property affected by grading

PRIOR TO PRECONSTRUCTION MEETING:

1. Provide an engineer’s cost estimate for the cost of all improvements.

2. Bonding must be in place prior to construction.

3. Need surveyor’s and engineer’s stamps on construction drawings.

4. New property line adjacent to existing roads must be staked and reviewed by the City.

5. Provide signed easement verification sheet.
6. Developer shall provide a letter with exhibit of property covered from their title company guaranteeing that the greenbelt taxes have been paid.
GENERAL COMMENTS:

· On the power, developer will install conduit; Lehi City Power will install all other required power infrastructure shown on the plans and charge the developer for the costs.  These costs are separate from power impact fees that are paid with the building permit.

· Prior to the pre-construction meeting, Lehi City Staff will make copies of plans for the meeting from the check set and the developer will pay fees for the copies.  When changes need to be made to a check set, revise the affected sheets only.  Each new submittal will require a revision date on each new sheet.

· The approval of a development shall be effective for a period of one (1) year from the date the development is approved by the Planning Commission or City Council, whichever is applicable.
· As part of bonding the City will be reimbursing for pavement and right-of-way

· The Planning Commission will need to make a determination on whether the 4 parking lot islands in the main parking area need to be landscaped, or whether the additional landscaping in the other parking areas is adequate.
· The fencing should be reviewed based on the Planning Commission motion from the concept plan
