FFKR Architects – Requests Site Plan and Conditional Use review for Aces Athletics, a sporting facility to be located at approximately 1200 West Bull River Road in an existing Commercial zone.

DRC REDLINE COMMENTS:

Rob:
1. On the electrical site plan – label the conduit from the proposed transformer pad to the pole as a 4-inch and a 2-inch
Kerry:
2. Sheet 401 – on the fire line, c200 PVC will be required for the fire line (not ductile iron as shown)
3. On the hydrants, move the hydrant from the center of the parking lot to the end of the line.  
4. Show hydrants connected to the PI and not the culinary water.  
5. Add a hydrant in the planter on the northwest which will require an 8-inch looped line.  
6. Show valves on the hydrant lines.
Lee:
7. Sheet C101 – include a watered/irrigated area tabulation
8. Sheet C401 – on the scope of work note #10 (regarding 2 ½ inch culinary service) – there is not a meter available in that size.  Re-evaluate the size of the line.  On note #12, list the size of the PI service (1 ¼-inch should be sufficient based upon the amount of area watered)
9. Sheet C501 (and all applicable sheets) – remove the valve symbols from the end of the lines.  Show a blowoff as per Lehi City standards at the end of the culinary line and the hydrant at the end of the PI line.
10. On the sewer lateral, connect to the main and not at the manhole

11. On the culinary service, show a symbol for the RPZ USC approved backflow preventer with an approved enclosure.  Show on the property side of the meter

12. Sheet C502 – remove the scope of work notes 11-14 (as they do not pertain to this project)

13. Sheet C502 – show proposed lines connecting to the existing PI and culinary stubs to the north from 3200 North.

14. Add a note that existing valves may be used for testing, but if they fail, they will be required to be replaced

15. On the profile, re-evaluate the drop manhole shown.  City will allow a minimum clearance of 6-inches with flowable fill between the sewer system and the storm drain system and approval of the City Engineer.  If the clearance is not able to be maintained, outside drop will be the next option.

16. Sheet C401 – note #22, show the size of the orifice plate
17. Sheet C401 – line size does not warrant a 5-foot manhole.  A 4-foot manhole would be sufficient for the line size as shown.  Adjust notes to reference.

18. Correct discrepancies between the architectural site plan and the civil site plan
19. Sheet AS101 – indicate the type of privacy fencing and define specifically where the fence is proposed to be installed on the east boundary
20. On the dumpster, add the City standard detail to the detail sheet
21. On the buffering on the south and east property lines, the landscaping must meet the requirements as per Section 12.080 (B)(2).  
22. The buffering as shown is subject of City Council approval of a proposed amendment to the Development Code.  Action is scheduled on the amendment for August 14, 2012

23. On the exterior elevation sheets, correct the typo on the building heights.

24. Sheet C101 – show the PUE on the street frontage only (remove the perimeter PUE as it is not required around the entire property)

25. Parking modules must meet the minimum standard of 62 feet, as per Chapter 5 of the Development Code.
26. On the landscape plan, define the landscaping on the north side of the building

27. On the drainage report, the map on C401 needs to be upsized for legibility purposes

28. Sheet C701 – on the 1200 West roadway section, remove the “rural” cross section
Brad:
29. Sheet L101 – update the location of the dumpster
30. Sheet L101 – shift the site up on the page so that the existing curb south of the site is legible

31. Sheet C101 – note #17 along 1200 West indicated pavement thickness is 3” over 8” – must be to City standard.  

32. Provide a CBR from the geotechnical engineer.  This will determine the amount of subbase thickness (label both CBR and subbase on the cross sections)

33. Sheet C401 (and any applicable sheets) – change the storm drain size from 15-inch to 12-inch
34. Sheet C401 – on the inlet box adjacent to the entrance, stub an inlet from 1200 West 
35. Sheet C502 – on the 12-inch pipe to the 36-inch pipe, match tops of pipe

36. Sheet C501 (and any applicable sheets) – include the project size notes from sheet 401

37. Sheet C601 – show the BMPs on the storm drain line that runs parallel to 1200 West

38. Sheet C701 (and all applicable sheets and cross sections) – show the water and PI lines as they need to be installed (PI always deeper than water).  Note to be installed as per the Water-1 Detail
39. Sheet C701 – on the 1200 West roadway section, show the roadbase extending past the sidewalk so that it matches City Standards

40. Show the approximate saw cut line through 1200 West for sewer (or any other utilities that affect the existing roadway)
41. Off-site storm drainage should be installed closer to the proposed east curb and gutter
Steve:
42. Provide irrigation plans, valve locations and head types
PRIOR TO PRECONSTRUCTION MEETING:

1. Provide an engineer’s cost estimate for the cost of all 
2. Bonding must be in place prior to construction.
3. RMP relocation agreement (cost included in bond)

4. Reimbursement for upsized piping, road improvements, and right-of-way
5. Provide a title report to be reviewed by Lehi City Attorney.

6. Need surveyor’s and engineer’s stamps on construction drawings.

7. New property line adjacent to existing roads must be staked and reviewed by the City.

8. Provide signed easement verification sheet.
9. Need warranty deed/title insurance (open space, detention, City park property, City trails, some road dedication).  Title insurance policies on each to be obtained through Marnae at Affiliated First Title in American Fork, Utah (756-0222)

10. Recorded easement for the fire line and onsite hydrants (20-foot)
11. Warranty deed for the road right of way dedication

12. Recorded 10-foot PUE 

13. Letter from North Bench Irrigation Company regarding any irrigation ditches on the property (Renita Revill secretary)
DRC GENERAL COMMENTS:

1. On the power, developer will install conduit; Lehi City Power will install all other required power infrastructure shown on the plans and charge the developer for the costs.  These costs are separate from power impact fees that are paid with the building permit.

2. Developer is responsible to purchase move or remove any existing UP&L facilities.

3. Developer is responsible to furnish adequate rights of way or easements for construction of off-site power line extensions. 

4. Once approved by the Planning Commission or City Council (whichever is applicable) plans may be submitted for check-off. Check-off plans consist of one 24x36 set of plans submitted to the Planning Department.

5. Prior to the pre-construction meeting, Lehi City Staff will make copies of plans for the meeting from the check-off set and the developer will pay fees for the copies.  When changes need to be made to a check-off set, revise the affected sheets only.  Each new submittal will require a revision date on each new sheet.

6. The approval of a development shall be effective for a period of one (1) year from the date the development is approved by the Planning Commission or City Council, whichever is applicable.
