Lee:
1. Show the irrigated area on sheet C101 and L102
2. Sheet C502 (and all applicable sheets) - show proposed water line connecting to the existing stubs from 3200 North to the north
3. On the utility plan (C401) - show the blowoff and hydrant at the end of the culinary line, then add a 4-foot stub with a cap and block (show blowoff on the north)
4. Show the tees on the 8-inch hydrant line and the 10-inch culinary sprinkler line.  Show proposed service line as a hot tap on the 10-inch culinary and label sizing needed from main to the Lehi City meter.
5. On the legend, change16-inch irrigation line to ductile iron class 50 with a purple polyethylene sock (also change on “Scope of Work note #9”)

6. On the sheet for the water and irrigation lines, show both the project size and the master planned size

7. On the irrigation plan, note the point of connection to the PI (show and label) and correctly label 1200 West (not Bull River Road as shown) and label on L101 and L102

8. On the buffering on the south and east property lines, the landscaping must meet the requirements as per Section 12.080 (B)(2).  Specifically look at the area between the east property line and the back of the building

9. Sheet C-701 - provide CBR values within the geotechnical report and update pavement section for 1200 West accordingly.  Change the 1200 West reference to detail “D” to refer to detail “B”.
10. Sheet AS-101 - Show the proposed 1200 West curb, gutter and sidewalk.

PRIOR TO PRECONSTRUCTION MEETING:

1. Provide an engineer’s cost estimate for the cost of all improvements
2. Bonding must be in place prior to construction.
3. RMP relocation agreement (cost included in bond)

4. Reimbursement for upsized piping, road improvements, and right-of-way
5. Provide a title report to be reviewed by Lehi City Attorney.

6. Need surveyor’s and engineer’s stamps on construction drawings.

7. New property line adjacent to existing roads must be staked and reviewed by the City.

8. Provide signed easement verification sheet.
9. Need warranty deed/title insurance (open space, detention, City park property, City trails, some road dedication).  Title insurance policies on each to be obtained through Marnae at Affiliated First Title in American Fork, Utah (756-0222)

10. Recorded easement for the fire line and onsite hydrants (20-foot)

11. Warranty deed for the road right of way dedication

12. Recorded 10-foot PUE 

13. Letter from North Bench Irrigation Company regarding any irrigation ditches on the property (Renita Revill secretary)

11. Provide recorded easements for offsite storm drainage, culinary and pressurized irrigation water improvements - a 30’ wide public utility easement for the offsite storm drainage, culinary and pressurized irrigation water improvements south of the project (those not within a dedicated roadway right-of-way). Also show on the plans
DRC GENERAL COMMENTS:

1. On the power, developer will install conduit; Lehi City Power will install all other required power infrastructure shown on the plans and charge the developer for the costs.  These costs are separate from power impact fees that are paid with the building permit.

2. Developer is responsible to purchase move or remove any existing UP&L facilities.

3. Developer is responsible to furnish adequate rights of way or easements for construction of off-site power line extensions. 

4. Once approved by the Planning Commission or City Council (whichever is applicable) plans may be submitted for check-off. Check-off plans consist of one 24x36 set of plans submitted to the Planning Department.

5. Prior to the pre-construction meeting, Lehi City Staff will make copies of plans for the meeting from the check-off set and the developer will pay fees for the copies.  When changes need to be made to a check-off set, revise the affected sheets only.  Each new submittal will require a revision date on each new sheet.
6. The approval of a development shall be effective for a period of one (1) year from the date the development is approved by the Planning Commission or City Council, whichever is applicable. 

7. The buffering as shown is subject of City Council approval of a proposed amendment to the Development Code.  Action is scheduled on the amendment for August 14, 2012\
8. Knox box and knox caps required as per Fire Marshal
