DRC RED LINE COMMENTS:

Rob:
1. Provide panel size and voltage requirements
2. Provide transformer location and detail

3. Show power meter location

4. Put a 4-inch and a 2-inch conduit from the transformer pad location to the closest power pole
Kerry:
5. Provide an engineer’s analysis for the building (Chapter 32 of the IFC) to determine the need for fire sprinklers (building may need sprinklers as per NFPA Chapter 32)
Lee:
6. Schedule a hazard survey for the proposed water usage (contact Water Dept)
7. A backflow preventer will be required on the culinary line servicing the new building.  USC approved RP back flow preventer with approved hot box
8. Label the existing Lehi Irrigation users ditch
9. Provide a letter from Lehi Irrigation regarding the existing downstream user ditch on the property

10. Provide landscape tabulations for the watered area
Kim:

11. On the landscape tabulations, separate the actual landscaped areas from the proposed gravel areas
12. On the Site Plan (sheet C1) - label the areas of proposed outside storage

13. Provide screening for any proposed outside storage (6-foot high solid fencing)

14. Label the adjacent uses as either residential or commercial

15. When a commercial use is adjacent to a residential use, buffering and screening is required.  Site must meet the buffering and screening requirements from Chapter 12 of the Development Code, unless otherwise approved by the Planning Commission.
16. Provide a letter from adjacent property owner regarding the proposed fencing

17. At the entrance, replace the proposed gravel area  with landscaping

18. In the drainage calculations, indicate the water table to determine if sump is feasible
19. In the drainage calculations, change the label on the retention calculation s from  infiltration instead of release rate and run calculations with a 0% release rate
20. On the access to State Street, obtain a letter from UDOT

21. Engineer should investigate ways to upgrade the access point to State Street as close to standards as possible 
22. Depending on where the water table is, may need to show sump detail location (sheet C3)

23. Add a note on the plans for the proposed pavement cross section

PRIOR TO PRECONSTRUCTION MEETING:

1. Provide an engineer’s cost estimate for the cost of all improvements.

2. Bonding must be in place

3. Provide a title report to be reviewed by Lehi City Attorney.

4. Need surveyor’s and engineer’s stamps on construction drawings.

5. Provide signed easement verification sheet. 
DRC GENERAL COMMENTS:

1. There is no business license for this business.  This property has been referred to the Nuisance Enforcement Dept for operation with no business license, for the unsightly conditions of the property, and for the storage containers.
2. A permit from the Fire Deparment will be required for hot work and for the storage of high-pile plastics

3. Prior to opening for business, Fire Department and Building Department inspections will be required.

4. Any signage will require separate approvals

5. Building shall meet the commercial design standards from Chapter 5 of the Development Code
6. Prior to the pre-construction meeting, Lehi City Staff will make copies of plans for the meeting from the check set and the developer will pay fees for the copies.  When changes need to be made to a check set, revise the affected sheets only.  Each new submittal will require a revision date on each new sheet.

7. The approval of a development shall be effective for a period of one (1) year from the date the development is approved by the Planning Commission or City Council, whichever is applicable.
