DRC GENERAL COMMENTS:
A. Planning Commission to review elevations for compliance to the Commercial Design Standards in Chapter 5 of the Development Code
B. Zone change to Commercial and water dedication will be required
C. Use is Conditional Use in the Commercial Zone

D. Site Plan and Conditional Use approval is required following the Zone Change

E. Must meet Buffering and Screening requirements as per Section 12.080 of the Development Code on the west adjacent to the RA-1 zone.

F. Existing Rocky Mountain Power poles will have to be relocated by the developer
G. At the time of Site Plan, suggest connection to culinary, PI, and sewer services off of 200 South lines
H. At the time of Site Plan, fire line will require an upsizing from the intersection of 850 East and 200 South to the West property line, project size 6 inch and Master Plan size 8 inch

I. Correct the address on the narrative

J. At the time of Site Plan, detention will be required at a release rate of 0.2 CFS per acre

K. Recommend on 200 South that the Eastern access point align with the access across the street to the north 

L. Show 200 South and 850 East as being widened as per the Transportation Master Plan, 850 East will be 70 foot right-of-way and 200 South may be 60 foot or 66 foot right-of-way, work with City Engineer to determine actual 200 South right-of-way width
M. At the time of Site Plan, a One-lot Subdivision will be required

N. Architectural renderings, label the streets or view direction
