4. The site plan should include full site improvements (ie. Asphalt or concrete pavement, curb, gutter, asphalt, sidewalk, drainage, landscaping, fencing – see site plan checklist) as designed by a licensed Civil Engineer, and as per Lehi City Development Code requirements.  Plans shall include dimensions and existing and proposed utilities.
5. The roadway is in Lehi City’s ownership and should not be removed/blocked off without City approval.

DRC GENERAL COMMENTS:

1. Prior to opening for business, applicant to obtain building and fire inspections, and a valid business license.
2. On the power, developer will install conduit; Lehi City Power will install all other required power infrastructure shown on the plans and charge the developer for the costs.  These costs are separate from power impact fees that are paid with the building permit.

3. The approval of a development shall be effective for a period of one (1) year from the date the development is approved by the Planning Commission or City Council, whichever is applicable. 

4. Any signage will require a separate approval and permit
5. Emergency access to the trailer park needs to be considered
6. At the time the Developer is wanting to construct a new building on-site, additional review and approval will be required as an amended site plan
7. If the applicant is going to be constructing an office/storage building, a backflow preventer will be required.
8. Portable storage containers are not a permitted use in the zone and must be removed
BECAUSE OF THE MULTIPLE ISSUES ON THIS SITE, THIS WILL BE FORWARDED TO THE PLANNING COMMISSION AS A CONCEPT ONLY AT THIS TIME.  FOLLOWING PLANNING COMMISSION REVIEW, AN ENGINEERED SITE PLAN WILL BE REQUIRED FOR THE CONDITIONAL USE APPROVAL.
