DRC COMMENTS:
· Site plan and conditional use approval will be required
· Power relocation may be required with the site plan – work with Lehi City Power to resolve concerns
· Alterations to the building to meet fire safety codes will be required with site plan
· Building will need to be connected to City water (culinary and PI) and sewer – utilities to be reviewed and approved at the time of site plan
· Existing structure would need to be remodeled to meet City requirements as well as State – a building permit will be required and plans stamped by an architect
· Street improvements will be required along 2300 West and Main Street – road widening will be required as well (reimbursement for asphalt on 2300 West and possibly asphalt and right-of-way along Main Street)
· Drainage to be addressed at the time of site plan
· There is a concern with having 2 accesses onto 2300 West.  Engineering Department recommends only one access onto 2300 West, and to be kept at the north side of the property.
· Engineering Department recommends that a traffic study to be done with the site plan to ascertain how the access onto 2300 work best, and evaluate the traffic queuing at Main Street
· Landscaped buffer of 20-foot is required between parking lot and 2300 West, and 12-foot minimum buffer from parking lot to adjacent property lines.
· Consider redesigning the parking lot for safety and access
