City Business
Traverse Mountain Outlets Freeway Sign proposed location adjustment – The following comments were made based on the conceptual drawing that was given to the Planning Department with the draft settlement agreement on July 16, 2012 , showing the proposed relocation of the sign over the City’s existing 21 inch sewer line.  These comments should be taken into consideration by the applicant, and will be reviewed as a part of the site plan review and approval process for the sign:

· Applicant to submit for a full site plan approval as per the DRC comments December 15, 2011.  
· The 21-inch sewer will need to be rerouted.  

· An approved pumping plan will need to be submitted for review with site plan.  

· The relocated sewer will need to be evaluated for flow capacity.  Sewer size may need to be increased to provide adequate flow capacity.
· An all-weather pad or access to the manhole will be required.  

· City and developer to enter into a “Hold Harmless” agreement so that any activity pertaining to maintenance, repair, or removal in the easement that damages the sign will be at the sign owner’s expense.  

· Information/legal interpretation of building a structure on/over a public utility easement needs to be obtained from the City Attorney.
· A steel casing under the footprint of the proposed sign will be required.  Must be extended a minimum of 20 feet past the footprint of the sign (or as per Engineer’s recommendations at the time of site plan).
