2. C-003 - Sheet 1 of 3 of plat – Show utility easements including new easements and those that will be abandoned

3. C-301 - Southeast entrance show additional water line piping into the project and connection at that location

4. C-301 - Take off two culinary valves going straight north in front of building number one

5. C-301 - Change other valve and blow off locations as per Lee Barnes

6. C-301 - Building 4 - show second sewer lateral connection, with a main line sewer extension
7. C-301 - Show meter on water line connection to the club house
8. C-301 - Note 1 – Remove PVC parenthesis 
9. C-301 - Verify between service lines to maintain a 10 foot spacing on culinary water line

10. C-302 - Max line shown as 302, change to 303

11. C-301 - Correct tie in and siding on point of connection for pressure irrigation
