DRC RED LINE COMMENTS:

Lee:  
1. On all landscape plans show individual piping for each zone – make consistent with engineering plans
2. Sheet C303 – add a note that existing valves may be used for pressure testing, but if they fail, the must be replaced by the developer

3. L1-0 - Keep trees out of the sight triangle
4. L1-5 - Provide a key to cross hatching

5. Provide an update to the drainage report showing the required storm drainage volumes. Also include standard detention table within report (consult with Matt Brown for table information).

6. Note that units must be a minimum of 800 square feet - if the new area plan is adopted the 800 square foot requirement will be reduced
Kerry:  
7. C-300 – overall utility plan – add a note stating “no other utilities to be installed in the fire riser rooms other than alarm panel”.  Also add to the architectural foot prints
8. Relocate the 2 hydrants in the southwest parking lot and move them to between 17/18 and north of building #3.

9. Match sport courts between engineering plans and landscape plans
PRIOR TO PRECONSTRUCTION MEETING:

1. Provide an engineer’s cost estimate for the cost of all improvements.

2. Bonding must be in place prior to construction. (Staff to check with City Attorney regarding bonding for private improvements)
3. Need surveyor’s and engineer’s stamps on construction drawings.

4. Provide signed easement verification sheet. 
5. Provide an electronic copy in dxf of the final plans and utility drawings
DRC GENERAL COMMENTS:

1. On the power, developer will install conduit; Lehi City Power will install all other required power infrastructure shown on the plans and charge the developer for the costs.  These costs are separate from power impact fees that are paid with the building permit.

2. Developer is responsible to purchase move or remove any existing RMP facilities.

3. Developer is responsible to furnish adequate rights of way or easements for construction of off-site power line extensions. 

4. Prior to the pre-construction meeting, Lehi City Staff will make copies of plans for the meeting from the check set and the developer will pay fees for the copies.  When changes need to be made to a check set, revise the affected sheets only.  Each new submittal will require a revision date on each new sheet.

5. The approval of a development shall be effective for a period of one (1) year from the date the development is approved by the Planning Commission or City Council, whichever is applicable.

6. Recommend putting additional sub base beneath paved areas
7. Planning Commission needs to review the proposed exchange of Jacuzzis for one of the playground units
