DRC COMMENTS:
a) On the power, 3-phase power is south at the north end of Spring Creek Ranch Road
b) At the time of site plan, show the existing power poles and show if relocation is needed
c) Fire sprinklers will be required for the maintenance building if vehicles will be stored inside
d) Sheet A100 – on the wetlands, note as the Spring Creek Irrigation south outlet
e) Provide an agreement for maintenance, access, and ownership for the Spring Creek channel (at the time of site plan)
f) Provide engineered plans for the headwall and proposed connection to the culvert under Mill Pond Road (at the time of site plan)
g) At the site plan, show existing hydrant and blowoff – it appears they fall directly into the driveway
h) On 850 East, there is an 8-inch culinary and 12-inch PI – sewer at the north end of Spring Creek Ranch Road
i) An extension of the 8-inch sewer line (currently located at the north end of Spring Creek Ranch Road) will be required to service this property
j) Use City addresses
k) Add a note on the wetlands that the Army Corps has delineated the wetland area (at the time of site plan)
l) [bookmark: _GoBack]The site drainage and detention, as well as the culvert improvements for Mill Pond Road will be finalized at the time of site plan review and approval
m) During the development process, a potential future access to the landlocked parcel to the north will need to be addressed
n) Label the future development to the east – any additional development on the east side of spring creek would require additional approval
o) Show any existing access points across the Spring Creek channel
p) Show property to the west to assure this access does not conflict with existing access
q) Label Mill Pond Road on the site plan
r) Planning Commission to review for compliance with Commercial Design Standards
s) Show the master planned Spring Creek trail
t) Add a vicinity map to the concept map and a scale bar
u) Plans need to indicate that Mill Pond Road will be widened to master planned size (at the time of site plan)
