DRC COMMENTS:

a) “No parking” signs will be required on one side of the roadway because of the proposed street width
b) Existing facilities need to be brought to City standards
c) Address the issues with the overflow from the water tank flush out 

d) Roadways must meet area plan specifications

e) Label all open space areas
f) Consider adding the property to the south into this development

g) Provide conceptual landscape details for the open space along Fox Canyon Road - also label the areas to remain as natural open space
h) Drainage shall be as per the master plan

i) Show cross sections for Fox Canyon Road (88-foot right of way)
j) At preliminary subdivision, provide an analysis by a traffic engineer regarding the connection to Chapel Ridge Road (model needs to be redone to reflect the connection)
k) Show how the trail connects to the sidewalk that deadends at the school

l) Proposed eastern access to tie into future proposed West Canyon Roadway
m) Recommend installing sidewalk on the east side of the connection road between Fox Canyon Road and Chapel Ridge Road.

n) Onsite detention for the subdivision is required

o) A storm drain connection must be made between Chapel Ridge Road and Fox Canyon Road, as indicated within the Area Plan
