DRC COMMENTS:

· Site plan approval will be required prior to development
· Label the streets
· Suggest having a traffic engineer do a project intersection analysis – there is a concern with having so many accesses into an already busy intersection
· Suggest providing elevations of all buildings in the site plan to the Planning Commission – will need to meet the Architectural Design Standards of Chapter 5 of the Lehi City Development Code.
· Consider moving the buildings as close to the street as possible to maintain a street presence, especially on the gas station/C-store.
· At the time of site plan, provide an overall project storm drainage report for this project, as well as the Xango complex
· Show concrete medians along Ashton Blvd on the concept and proposed access points for adjacent developments
· Show an additional access to the proposed Executive Parkway
· Address the proposed Jordan River/Murdock Canal connector trail along Clubhouse Drive
· Landscape plans will be required at the time of site plan
· Approval from the Thanksgiving Point Architectural Review Committee will be required
· Add a vicinity map to the concept
· Islands in the parking lot will need to be landscaped
