DRC RED COMMENTS:
· The hydrant would need to be brought out to 750 North/200 East intersection in either a turnaround or a cul-de-sac, with “no parking” signs placed in the turnaround.
· Determine property lines between the railroad, private property, and City right-of-way
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Any future development will require 2 entrances/exits into the Scott Penfold property in order to meet public safety specifications (utility upsizes will be required at that time)
· There are existing culinary and PI utilities in this roadway.  If the street vacation is approved, the lines would need to also be abandoned, and a hydrant and blowoff installed.
· It is recommended that the street vacation not be approved until there is an approved preliminary plan for the development of this property
· An appraisal would be required to determine purchase price
· This process is only to vacate the public right-of-way.  There will need to be future discussions to determine the price – discussions should include property owner to the west.
