Patterson Construction – Requests Final Subdivision review for Leftwich Plat B, an 11-lot residential subdivision located at approximately 1100 West Woods Drive in an existing R-1-22 zone. (second submittal - date of last review 4-4-12)

Lee:
1. Provide a letter to the City that tail water services from the downstream users on the lateral ditch on Woods Drive and the pond will be routed through the storm system to the waste ditch to the west properties, that they will accept the tail water/sub water line.  Add a note on the plans that the ditch will be rerouted through the future phases
2. On Timber Drive, add some mechanical bends on the culinary and PI lines

3. Correct the valve locations on Timber Dr and Woods Drive - show hot tap connection east of the existing valves number of valves and add a hot tap valve on the east side of Timber Drive
4. Provide a letter from Lehi Irrigation - and address the abandonment of the existing irrigation turnout by lot 8

5. Sheet C5 - on the south side of the waste ditch, add a blowoff on the end of the culinary (before the 2 valves) and relocate the existing blowoff
6. Sheet C5 - make the profile match the plan view for the storm drain 
7. Add a note to remove the flared-end section from the detention pond and flow fill the curb catch and end of the pipe as per the Storm Drain Inspector

8. Remove sheet C7 (as it pertains only to a future phase)

9. Sheet C10 - culinary and PI casing detail - on the bends, show ductile iron c50 bends on the canal crossing with Megalugs

10. Update the planter strip/street landscaping detail (work with Planning Director)
11. Specify the type of arterial fencing to be placed behind lots 11-13 on 1100 West

12. Show the fencing detail on Sheet C1

13. Relocate the storm drain being proposed in lot 13 to within the right of way of 1100 West

14. At the southern terminus of Timber Drive, provide a letter from the property owner to the south as to whether roadway fill material may be placed on his property. Otherwise, roadway and utilities need to be extended to the south property line.

15. If fencing is installed on the south property line, fencing should go up and over the embankment of the road

16. Additional construction plans should be provided for the construction of the widened Waste Ditch box culvert and associated improvements
17. Show sidewalk on the plan view to assure there are no issues with staking

18. Remove or revise General Note #1 on the plat to discuss how detention will be handled

19. General Notes 5 on the plat and 4 on sheet C1 should read “A total of 3 lots for all phases of the Leftwich Subdivision are allowed in lieu of reimbursement for additional right-of-way for 900 North, 1100 West, construction of Waste Ditch trail/equestrian improvements, additional asphalt along 900 North, 1100 West, and the trail; and the additional widening of 1100 West Box Culvert.”

20. --L-- A letter should be provided from the owner of the property to the south of this project indicating his acceptance for the termination of the existing water flows onto the northeast corner of his property.
21. Engineer should provide storm drainage calculations indicating that the proposed offsite storm drainage piping has the capacity to carry the undetained storm flows from all phases of the Leftwich Subdivision as well as the new undetained flows from the Wood Meadows subdivision.

22. Sheet C8 - show future Waste Ditch flowline and hydraulic grade line on the profile near Box 1.

23. Show 20’ wide offsite storm drainage easement on all applicable sheets.

24. Provide an irrigation plan for the tree strip on 1100 West (show PI services, clock, and power)

25. Provide a landscape plan showing the type of fencing and how the irrigation will be provided - also include plant tabulations
PRIOR TO RECORDING OF PLAT:

1. Provide an engineer’s cost estimate for the cost of all improvements.

2. Bonding for improvements must be in place.

3. Provide a Mylar of the final plat for recording with the owners notarized signature(s).

4. Include surveyor’s and engineer’s stamps and signatures on the plat and construction drawings.

5. Submit a title report to be reviewed by Lehi City Attorney.

6. Provide evidence that all property taxes (including rollback taxes) are paid.  Developer shall provide a letter with an exhibit of the property covered from their title company guaranteeing that the greenbelt taxes have been paid.

7. Show lot addresses on the final plat.

8. Provide a disc with the final plat and design drawings in dxf format.

9. Provide a signed easement verification sheet (for proposed public utility easements on the plat).

10. New property line adjacent to existing roads must be staked and reviewed by the City.

11. Need Irrigation Company signature on the construction drawings for the irrigation piping.
12. Provide recorded easements for offsite irrigation and storm drainage.
DRC GENERAL COMMENTS:

1. On the power, developer will install conduit; Lehi City Power will install all other required power infrastructure shown on the plans and charge the developer for the costs.  These costs are separate from power impact fees that are paid with the building permit.

2. Prior to the pre-construction meeting, Lehi City Staff will make copies of plans for the meeting from the check set and the developer will pay fees for the copies.  When changes need to be made to a check set, revise the affected sheets only.  Each new submittal will require a revision date on each new sheet.

3. The approval of a development shall be effective for a period of one (1) year from the date the development is approved by the Planning Commission or City Council, whichever is applicable.
