DRC COMMENTS:

a) There is an overhead power line that may need to be relocated
b) The building may require fire sprinklers and additional fire hydrants
c) There is a 6-inch culinary line in the cul-de-sac, but a PI line extension will be required to provide service to this building (existing in 1200 East roadway)
d) Sewer is available in the Stone Haven Development, east of the cul-de-sac bulb.  To service this development, an extension from that line may be needed.
e) If the property to the north continues to be agricultural, there may be some tail water issues that would need to be addressed at the time of site plan
f) At the time of site plan, show the existing easement and pipe on the western boundary of the property
g) Subdivision or lot line adjustment will be required to create the parcel as shown
h) The City recommends if parking is adjacent to a sidewalk, that the sidewalk be 6-foot in width
i) Cul-de-sac needs to be improved to a local street width (56-foot ROW and 34-foot pavement).  Right of way dedication may be needed.
j) Address the potential irrigation issues at the time of site plan – specifically on the west side of the development
k) Along the western boundary, landscaping buffering will need to be met (see detail 12.080 in the Lehi City Development Code)
