DRC COMMENTS:
Lee:  

1. Sheet L1.2 – label PI service to connect to Thanksgiving Point’s private irrigation system - note on the Civil plans as well
2. Show proposed hydrant line and hydrants in the proposed roadway with a 20-foot public utility easement - line needs to connect to Lehi City 12-inch irrigation line
3. On the legend, correct some wording – 6-inch line SDR21 c200 PVC, culinary line SDR21, and add a symbol for the hydrant line DR18 c900 PVC (purple).  On the domestic water line, change to CL200
4. Taps onto Garden Drive will require hot taps (on both hydrant line and fire protection line) - remove proposed mainline valve to the north
5. Label domestic sewer line
6. Verify sewer flows and redirect tap on the main line
7. On the sewer note, label as “private” as it is owned and maintained by Thanksgiving Point
8. Where the fire sprinkler line goes into the building, run ductile iron or stainless out 5-feet from building (refer to Lehi City standard)

9. On the back flow note, add “with improved enclosure”

10. Sheet C501 on the sewer lateral detail - adjust the slope so the bends can be removed
11. Label the retention pond as “private”

12. On the existing storm drain pipe to be abandoned, flow fill and remove pipe from the building excavation area
13. Sheet C101 - number the manholes and storm drain boxes so the plan view and profile view can be matched
14. Label the water table on the sump detail
15. 12-inch pipe can be storm drain

16. Southeastern detention basin should be tied-into the storm drain system after being detained instead of being placed into the sump
17. All private storm drainage improvements should be labeled as such in both plan and profile views

18. Suggest evaluating the building architecture for compliance with the Commercial Design Standards from the Development Code (specifically wall variations at 30-50 feet) - Section 05-060 (C).  Also clarify whether the siding runs horizontally or vertically

19. AS101 - show the drop off zone to the west of the proposed museum as a fire lane.  Show the delivery road as a fire lane also

20. On the retention pond, suggest irrigating the bottom separately than the sides
PRIOR TO PRECONSTRUCTION MEETING:

1. Provide an engineer’s cost estimate for the cost of all improvements.

2. Bonding must be in place prior to construction.

3. Surveyor’s and engineer’s stamps on construction drawings.
4. Provide written approval from the Thanksgiving Point architectural review board.

5. Provide signed easement verification sheet.

6. Developer shall provide a letter with exhibit of property covered from their title company guaranteeing that the greenbelt taxes have been paid
7. An easement will be required (written, recorded) for the Lehi City hydrant line
DRC GENERAL COMMENTS:

1. Signage will require a separate approval.
2. On the power, developer will install conduit; Lehi City Power will install all other required power infrastructure shown on the plans and charge the developer for the costs.  These costs are separate from power impact fees that are paid with the building permit.

3. Prior to the pre-construction meeting, Lehi City Staff will make copies of plans for the meeting from the check set and the developer will pay fees for the copies.  When changes need to be made to a check set, revise the affected sheets only.  Each new submittal will require a revision date on each new sheet. 
4. Storm water drainage is predicated on LEED standards – Lehi City has not evaluated the design for compliance with City Codes.  The experience in Lehi City indicates that sumps have not been successful in handling storm drainage.
5. Sheet L1.2 – there is a concern that the pond areas with the sprinklers and sumps could become swamps
