DRC COMMENTS:
a) A power line extension will be required to provide power to this proposed use - all impact fees and connection fees will be required.  Note panel size and voltage requirements.
b) Show and label the existing fire hydrants

c) State Fire Marshal will have jurisdiction over the school

d) An alarm system as per NFPA72 will be required that ties all the trailers together

e) There is no existing water (neither culinary nor PI) - line extensions will be required, and connection and impact fees will need to be paid
f) Evaluate sewer connection - either connect to existing XSI Factory line, or a new lateral may be required

g) Backflow prevention will be required
h) This application is subject to the requirements of Section 21.040 (C):  The Zoning Administrator may grant approval of a Temporary Use Permit for up to one (1) year subject to the following:
a. The applicant shall file an application for Site Plan approval to permanently establish the use within the one (1) year period,
b. The Site Plan application may be for either the current location of the temporary use or a new location.
c. The Site Plan application must meet all applicable zoning requirements for the proposed use at the proposed location and receive approval from the applicable body for Site Plan, and permitted or conditional use.
d.  At the end of the one (1) year period, if the applicant has not received Site Plan and use approval and posted a bond for all required permanent site improvements as per Sections 11.220 – 11.310 of this Code, the Temporary Use Permit shall expire and the temporary use shall be removed.
i) Correct the “existing building” label
j) On the site plan, show the location of the existing billboard

k) All signage will require a separate review and approval process
l) Revise the site plan to eliminate the bus parking area, otherwise a full site plan is required for approval of the temporary use, which will include: storm drainage calculations, curb, gutter, and grading and storm drainage improvements for the bus parking areas
m) Provide tabulation for the impervious surface and watered area tabulations

n) The applicant should be aware that the temporary buildings do not conform to the commercial design standards.  As a temporary use, they would be allowed, but they would not be allowed as part of a future permanent site plan.

o) This approval will expire July 31, 2013
