DRC REDLINE COMMENTS:
Rob:

1. Show transformer pad and meter location
2. Note panel size and voltage requirements

3. Show existing 6 inch electrical conduit stub that was installed with SR-92

4. Show transformer pad detail
Kerry:
5. Show the hydrant on 2300 West to be relocated, not moved
6. Hydrant on southwest corner to be relocated closer to the south entrance

7. Determine if the 4 inch line gives sufficient flow to reach the top floor, if not a fire pump will be required

8. Easements to reflect with fire hydrant relocations
Lee:
9. The relocated hydrant - extend to the southeast with hydrant valve 20 feet from the hydrant
10. Stub blowoff and valve to the end of culinary line

11. Show sewer lateral around the manhole to the main line
12. On the north hydrant line show connection off of bend and add main line valve 

13. Remove word “hotbox” and replace with approved enclosure

14. Main line on 2300 west, label bends 

15. C.4 - Access to offsite manholes and provide cross section with “All weather access”
16. Tie in for the sewer line in Pheasant Point, show existing water lines, valves and blowoffs

17. C.5 - Need to re-check storm drain line crossing valves and Tee’s
18. Define watered landscape and square-footage to determine amount of PI usage
19. Determine size of PI line needed for landscaping
Christie:
20. Planning Commission to review elevations for compliance with the Commercial Design Standards in Chapter 5 of the Development Code
21. C.1 - Add a tabulation box showing calculations of what is proposed and what is required for open space on the Site Plan for parking zoning, irrigated area, impervious surfaces, etc.
22. Evaluate how the 30% landscaping requirement is calculated (meet with Planning Director)
Lynn: No comment
Jim:
23. Cover sheet - Provide standard note for a storm water pollution and prevention plan.
24. Retaining wall - Provide a note “Separate building permit may be required”
25. C.6 - SD2 label RCP

26. Storm drain has 0% grade because it will be a detention appurtance however, DRC suggests revisiting this as it may not be appropriate

27. On the eastern access point, make sure there are no tree canopies within the sight triangle
Brad:
28. C.2 - Show storm drainage pipes as private 
29. 2300 West needs to show a 5 foot park strip and 4 foot sidewalk

30. If desired, a connection from this site to the trail should be shown on the Site Plan

31. A minimum of 30 feet of the pavement width must be constructed along entire frontage of the project.

32. Provide overall Irrigation Plan
PROIR TO PRECONSTRUCTION MEETING:

· Provide an engineer’s cost estimate for the cost of all improvements.

· Bonding must be in place prior to construction.

· Provide a title report to be reviewed by Lehi City Attorney.

· Need surveyor’s and engineer’s stamps on construction drawings.

· New property line adjacent to existing roads must be staked and reviewed by the City.

· Provide signed easement verification sheet.

· Need warranty deed/title insurance (open space, detention, City park property, City trails, some road dedication).  

· Subdivision plat needs to be recorded
DRC GENERAL COMMENTS:
· On the power, developer will install conduit; Lehi City Power will install all other required power infrastructure shown on the plans and charge the developer for the costs.  These costs are separate from power impact fees that are paid with the building permit.

· Developer is responsible to purchase move or remove any existing UP&L facilities.

· Developer is responsible to furnish adequate rights of way or easements for construction of off-site power line extensions. 

· Once approved by the Planning Commission or City Council (whichever is applicable) plans may be submitted for check-off. Check-off plans consist of one 24x36 set of plans submitted to the Planning Department.

· Prior to the pre-construction meeting, Lehi City Staff will make copies of plans for the meeting from the check-off set and the developer will pay fees for the copies.  When changes need to be made to a check-off set, revise the affected sheets only.  Each new submittal will require a revision date on each new sheet.

· The approval of a development shall be effective for a period of one (1) year from the date the development is approved by the Planning Commission or City Council, whichever is applicable.

· Add a note that the sidewalk, curb and gutter not being installed on the west side of 2300 south of the south entrance is to be installed in the future.
