Vista Ridge Park Grading Permit Review

DRC RED LINE COMMENTS:
Kim Struthers:
· Provide a haul route map.  Recommend that all truck traffic be required to use Morning Glory Road to minimize conflicts with the elementary school and existing residential neighborhoods.
· Because the site is more than ten acres, the grading permit will require Planning Commission review (with public hearing) and City Council approval (with public hearing).
· The pedestrian connections from the adjacent Heather Moor and Hunter Chase developments and the existing maintenance trail need to be addressed.  Can some sort of pedestrian connection be accommodated on all or some of them into the park (rock stairs incorporated into the retaining walls, etc.)?  If not, a plan should be articulated to for the existing pedestrian accesses to be vacated and incorporated into the adjacent private lots.  It is highly recommended that at least some of these access points be preserved to allow walking access to the park from adjacent neighborhoods to the southwest.
· Need to provide either a temporary re-vegetation plan or a permanent landscaping plan showing how the fill slopes will be stabilized to avoid erosion.

· Provide a dust control plan.

· The written narrative shows 207,000 yards of fill dirt and the plans show 228,000 yards.  Need to make sure quantities are correct.
Lee Barnes:

· Show manholes on the detail for sewer and drainage lines.
· Provide protection bollards or barriers to prevent damage to manholes in haul routes.
· Call the “maintenance trails” maintenance roads on the detail.
Lynn Jorgensen:

· Building permit required for the retaining walls.

Brad Kenison:
· City staff will check on the city requirements for the bonding for storm drains and retaining walls.
· Sheet CN-2 - Provide dimensions for the drainage swale at the top of the wall. Indicate that the swale is positively sloped to a drainage inlet or box.

· Provide a storm drain report indicating how the drainage flows are being conveyed and detained for this site.

· SWPPP - Should address how storm water quality is maintained prior to discharge into the existing storm drain system.
· Provide expected timeframe for re-vegetation plan
Rob Littlefield: No comments

Jim Hewitson: No comments
DRC GENERAL COMMENTS:

· This is over and above the normal grading plan.

· Remove anything on the plans that’s pertinent to the site plan and not the grading plan.

· On the title page to the index sheets remove the sheets that are not totally dependent on the grading plan.

· Some of the access roads show grades of over 20 percent, engineering and operations need to address the usability of equipment on such steep grades.
· The drainage system on the park will be private, but it will need to be constructed to City standards as it will be entering the City system.
