1. Add street lights at intersection of High Plains way/Bluegrass Blvd and one at High Bluff Meadow/Bull Hollow

2. Correct hydrant spacing to meet City Standard (no further than 500 feet apart)

3. Add a note stating that sewer connections to the existing sewer main will be done with an insert-a-tee

4. Add a note that the water services will be ¾-inch culinary and 1-inch PI
5. Verify if the 1 ½ inch PI across Bluegrass Blvd is existing

6. Blowoff at Bluegrass/High Bluff intersection is not there – remove the one that is shown
7. Add a note that the existing valves may be used for line extension and testing, but if the lines leak or fail they will be replaced by the developer

8. Sheet 2 – profile and plan view need to match for the E1 manhole

9. Add the SWPPP and post construction SWPPP to the plan set
10. Verify detention ponds on Plats D1/D2

11. Add landscaping plans for the planter area
PRIOR TO RECORDING OF PLAT:

1. Provide a Mylar of the final plat for recording with the owners notarized signature(s).

2. Include surveyor’s and engineer’s stamps and signatures on the plat and construction drawings.

3. Show lot addresses on the final plat.

4. Provide a signed easement verification sheet (for proposed public utility easements on the plat).
5. A bond will be required

6. A development agreement will be required

7. Final CC&Rs to be reviewed by the City Attorney

DRC GENERAL COMMENTS:

1. On the power, developer will install conduit; Lehi City Power will install all other required power infrastructure shown on the plans and charge the developer for the costs.  These costs are separate from power impact fees that are paid with the building permit.

2. Prior to the pre-construction meeting, Lehi City Staff will make copies of plans for the meeting from the check set and the developer will pay fees for the copies.  When changes need to be made to a check set, revise the affected sheets only.  Each new submittal will require a revision date on each new sheet.

3. The approval of a development shall be effective for a period of one (1) year from the date the development is approved by the Planning Commission or City Council, whichever is applicable.
