DRC RED LINE COMMENTS:

Lee:  
1. On the end of 3375 North and 460 East, add a hot tap on the connection.  Also hot tap the connections on 3450 North.
2. On 3275 North in front of lot 209, add a valve 20-feet from the permanent blowoff.

3. Sheet M4 - remove secondary water from in front of lots 225 and 226

4. At the end of 3450 North and at the end of 3375 North, add “with protection” to the permanent blowoff

5. Show 5-foot PUEs on the plat
6. On the plat, note #9, change to “will be dedicated” to “are dedicated” and specify the entity to which the open space is being dedicated.

PRIOR TO RECORDING OF PLAT:

1. Provide an engineer’s cost estimate for the cost of all improvements.

2. Bonding for improvements must be in place and the plat recorded before building permits will be issued.

3. Provide a Mylar of the final plat for recording with the owners notarized signature(s).

4. Include surveyor’s and engineer’s stamps and signatures on the plat and construction drawings.

5. Submit a title report to be reviewed by Lehi City Attorney.

6. Provide evidence that all property taxes (including rollback) are paid.

7. Show lot addresses on the final plat.

8. Provide a disc with the final plat and design drawings in dxf format.

9. Provide a signed easement verification sheet (for proposed public utility easements on the plat).

10. Supplement to the CC&Rs 
DRC GENERAL COMMENTS:

1. On the power, developer will install conduit; Lehi City power will install all other required power infrastructure shown on the plans and charge the developer for the costs.  These costs are separate from power impact fees that area paid by the Developer with the building permit. 

2. Prior to the pre-construction meeting, Lehi City Staff will make copies of plans for the meeting from the check set and the developer will pay fees for the copies.  When changes need to be made to a check set, revise the affected sheets only.  Each new submittal will require a revision date on each new sheet.
3. Although the Design Standards now require a 5-foot planter strip, the DRC feels that in this case where the plat ties into existing planter on both sides, a 4-foot planter strip should be done
