DRC RED LINE COMMENTS:

Lee:  
1. L-104 - Landscape calculations should be the same on the landscape plan and the plat
2. PP-2 - Need a letter from Northbench  to approve abandonment of the ditch

3. M3 - Lot 82 note - change 2 inch sewer lateral to 4 inch
4. M3 - 150 West - On the end of the culinary line install a 45 degree bend to install a blowoff on parcel B

5. M3 - 100 West - Remove existing blowoff

6. M3 Intersection 150 W 3430 N - Add a culinary and PI valve to the south

7. Provide a tabulation breakdown that references parcels and put in the landscape plan

8. Landscape plan L-100 - Remove the backflow note #17

9. L-101 - Note the point of connection #1 for parcel A

10. L-102 - Correct the lot numbers on parcel B
11. L-104, L-202 - Change arrows and point of connection note to existing service on 100 W

12. Show on all utility sheets notation of private roads under street address
13. M3 - On 3360 N - On the storm drain that runs to the eastern set of inlets to the central - correct the upside-down storm drain insignia

14. L-101 - Should show lot 3 on all plan view maps
15. L-201 - Move trees out of the sight triangles

Brad: 
16. Show on the construction plans where the no parking signs are to be installed
17. The designer should consider drainage entering the site from Bull River Road and design 150 West such that a vehicular landing be installed at the crest of the hill

18. M2 - According to the calculations the orifice plate size should be dropped to meet their design criteria

19. M2 - Detention pond section 2B, the maximum bottom slope should be decreased to a 4 to 1 max

20. 2A detention pond calculations should address future drainage possibilities from lot 3

Kim:  
21. Provide parking tabulations on the final plat and show the parking stalls on the plat with the assigned unit numbers (see plats A and B for an example).
22. Provide a detail of the playground equipment.

23. Show 6’ precast concrete fence along western boundary as per the Buffers section of the Ivory Ridge Area Plan.

24. Are building elevations the same as other phases?  If there is any change, provide an updated set of elevations.

25. Show a note on the plat that lot numbers 93-96 are beneath an existing transmission line, construction cannot commence until transmission lines have been moved

26. Provide plant tabulations and a rain sensor
PRIOR TO RECORDING OF PLAT:

1. Provide an engineer’s cost estimate for the cost of all improvements.

2. Bonding for improvements must be in place.

3. Provide a Mylar of the final plat for recording with the owners notarized signature(s).

4. Include surveyor’s and engineer’s stamps and signatures on the plat and construction drawings.

5. Submit a title report to be reviewed by Lehi City Attorney.

6. Provide evidence that all property taxes (including rollback taxes) are paid.  Developer shall provide a letter with an exhibit of the property covered from their title company guaranteeing that the greenbelt taxes have been paid.

7. Show lot addresses on the final plat.

8. Provide a disc with the final plat and design drawings in dxf format.

9. Provide a signed easement verification sheet (for proposed public utility easements on the plat).

10. Need Irrigation Company signature on the construction drawings for the irrigation piping.

11. Provide a signed development agreement (prepared by Lehi City Planning Department).
12. Addendum to the CC&Rs
DRC GENERAL COMMENTS:

1. Monument sign will require a separate sign application
2. On the power, developer will install conduit; Lehi City Power will install all other required power infrastructure shown on the plans and charge the developer for the costs.  These costs are separate from power impact fees that are paid with the building permit.

3. Developer is responsible to purchase move or remove any existing Rocky Mountain Power facilities.

4. Prior to the pre-construction meeting, Lehi City Staff will make copies of plans for the meeting from the check set and the developer will pay fees for the copies.  When changes need to be made to a check set, revise the affected sheets only.  Each new submittal will require a revision date on each new sheet.

5. The approval of a development shall be effective for a period of one (1) year from the date the development is approved by the Planning Commission or City Council, whichever is applicable.
