DRC COMMENTS:
a) The size of the building requires 3 separate entrances off of at least 2 different access roads (appendix D of the Fire Code)
b) At the time of site plan, a traffic analysis will be required for the site as well as for the overall development
c) Source and storages for the water need to be analyzed for a development of this size - an alternate source may be required
d) At the time of site plan, the culinary and PI water systems need to be modeled for compliance
e) Traverse Mountain Blvd along the north side of the site will need to be constructed (27 feet of pavement plus a 3 foot shoulder) with the site plan; however the future utilities would be located in the north portion of the roadway
f) Must maintain 20-foot landscape buffer from parking lot and road right-of-way

g) At the time of site plan, the site will required to detain at a rate of 0.4 cfs per acre.  Riverbend is questioning the requirement to detain and actual requirements will be calculated at the time of site plan approval.
h) Planning Commission to review for compliance with the Commercial Design Standards from Chapter 5 of the Lehi City Development Code
