1. Test on the backflow preventer

2. The current zoning does not allow for any sales or rentals of boats, 4-wheelers, snowmobiles, or other vehicles.  Correct the narrative to clarify.

3. Show dimensions on the parking stall and areas to assure they are of adequate size to park – no parking stalls can be cross parked

4. Fixed parking stalls will need to be striped
Kim: 

5. Provide agreement from the owner of the Colonel House for parking and cross access. If approval is granted, as part of the Conditional Use approval boats, four wheelers and other recreation vehicles may not park there.

6. Applicant to provide secondary spill containment to hold the contents of the tanks in the case of rupture – must be inspected by the Fire Department.  Recommend placing them in the building as far away from the trench drain as possible.

7. Add planters or other landscape treatments to upgrade the site

8. Complete the Industrial Wastewater Discharge Permit application

9. Address secondary spill containment

10. If the small oil/water separator does not function, an upgrade will be required – a new oil/water separator to the current standard will be required.

GENERAL COMMENTS:

1. All signage must be approved prior to installation

2. No parking for this business can be permitted in adjacent parking lots without approval from the Planning Commission and a letter from the property owner. At no time may the alley behind Main Street businesses be blocked. 
3. Planning Commission to determine the maximum allowed parking as a part of the approval

4. No outside storage of materials allowed, with no overnight vehicle storage
