1. If landscaping is greater than 10 percent, a secondary water line will be needed and add RPZ back flow preventer with a hot box with power supply

2. Show distinction between asphalt vs. gravel areas
3. Provide a drainage assessment letter

4. Define parking stalls by adding curb bumps against the fence
5. Change site plan to allow 24 foot drive aisle (label there drive aisles with dimensions). No parking stalls will be allowed within the 24’ drive aisle. Discourage parking at front of building with no parking signs

6. Label type of fencing on site plan on east side of building, 6 foot privacy fence required at rear of lot
7. Change labels on building from the site plan to reflect proposed use and label residential use to the south
