41-6A-604:  (1) A person may not operate a vehicle at a speed greater then 20 miles per hour in a reduced speed school zone as defined in Section 41-6a-303.  (2)(a) A violation of this section is a class C misdemeanor.  
Note:  41-6a-303: “Reduced speed school zone” means a designated length of a highway extending from a school speed limit sign while the warning lights are operating to an end school zone sign.  

ENHANCEMENT/PENALTIES

41-6a-604(2)(a):  The minimum fine shall be calculated according to the following schedule:

41-6a-604(2)(b):  (i) On a 1st offense, the court may order the person to perform compensatory servie in lieu of the fine or any portion of the fine.  (ii) The court shall order the person to perform compensatory service observing a crossing guard if the conviction is for a: (A) first offense with a vehicle speed of 30 miles per hour or more; or (B) second and subsequent offense within three years of a previous conviction or bail forfeiture.  (iii) The court may waive the compensatory service required under Subsection (2)(b)(ii) if the court makes the reasons for the waiver part of the record. 

Minimum/Maximum Sentence
Class C Misdemeanor:  0 to  90 days jail; Amounts listed about to $1052.50 fines and surcharges, plus interest.
