Lehi City, Utah | Month Day, Year — Interplan and Alta Planners are in the process of creating the Lehi
Bike and Pedestrian Master Plan for the City. This Master Plan will designate where future bike and
pedestrian facilities will be located in the City.

e Importance of Bike and Trail Facilities: There is a growing trend for the use of bicycle and
trail facilities, not only for recreation, but also for exercise, and as an alternative mode of
transportation. A recent user count on the Rail Trail in Lehi between 1200 W and SR 92 showed
about 4,600 people during August passing through that area!

e Public Open House: Lehi City officials, Interplan, and Alta Planning and Design are hosting a
Bicycle and Pedestrian open house on September 26, 2012 from 5 - 7 PM at the Lehi Senior
Center located at 123 N Center Street. The public is invited to come and participate and provide
comments about future bike and pedestrian facilities planned for the City.

e Stations: There will be several stations for participants to
visit where they can provide comments and learn about the
different types of bike facilities and Lehi City’s goals for
bike and pedestrian facilities. Participants will be asked
guestions about what should be the priorities for the City.
Maps will be displayed showing proposed bike and
pedestrian facilities by type and location. A station will also
be open for participants to leave comments about specific
items on the map. Results from the March 21* open house
will be provided with a map and pie charts showing
preferences of the various facility types. Comment forms
and refreshments will also be available.

e Get Involved: Kim Struthers, Planning Director for Lehi City and also the project manager for
the Bike and Pedestrian Study stated ““this open house is a great opportunity to be part of
planning for future bike and pedestrian facilities in Lehi! We need your input to make sure we
are capturing the needs of the residents, so please get involved and let us know what you think.”

e Final Product: The final product of this process will be a Bicycle and Pedestrian Master Plan
that can be adopted by the City Council as an element of the General Plan. The plan will contain
information on Lehi’s bike/ped network, recommended support facilities such as bicycle racks,
recommended programs and strategies, and preliminary cost estimates to implement the plan.
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Lehi City is interested in significantly improving transparency efforts and wants to keep you informed of
city events, accomplishments, and activities. Lehi City Community Relations is an initiative of the Lehi

City elected body.
