[bookmark: _GoBack]Lehi City, Utah | January 3, 2013 – Lehi City would like to remind residents about current snow removal regulations.  In order to speed up the snow removal process, parking on city streets between November 1 to March 30 between the hours of 10:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m. is prohibited.  

“This allows the snow plows to easily remove snow without having to weave in and out of parked cars and makes a difference on how fast and efficient our snow plow drivers can remove the snow”, said Lehi Street Superintendent, Wade Allred. 

It is also unlawful for a person to park a vehicle on any street for more than a consecutive forty eight hour period. A person whose vehicle is in violation of these ordinances during snow removal season may be cited with a $25 fine. 

Mr. Allred also urged residents to clear their sidewalks of snow and ice and keep their mailboxes accessible.  He reminded residents that it is also against City ordinance to push snow into any City street.
