Lehi’s Captain Jake Beck receives award from the Utah Valley Chapter of the

In addition to organizing 
the everyday trainings, Captain Beck has been the moving force for a number of specialized areas in 
which Lehi has taken the lead in the County. Examples of that training includes burn house, acquired live 
structure burns, driver training task books, life flight, technical rescue, FrontRunner, and MAYDAY.  
 
Continuous and productive training is very important to the Lehi Fire Department. Captain Beck’s myriad 
of trainings have provided Lehi City firefighters the opportunity to know how to instinctively react 
productively in dangerous situations which will save lives.
