runoff really impact our water levels. This year it seems like of initiatives going into this year.

the storms have come in streaks and then big breaks of no
storms for a while. As a result of that as of March 14 we're
sitting at 82%...not awful but not great either.

As a city we did a remarkable job of conserving water,
saving over 1 BILLION gallons of water, through our collective
efforts last year. While | for one am hoping for a few more
storms to roll through, to help with the Snow Water Equivalent
levels, we'll likely need help from our residents again this year
to help with conservation efforts.

1) While the pressurized irrigation water the city provides will
be available the first thing we’re asking as a city is that
residents not water their lawns until May 1. This will not only
help conserve our valuable water resources but actually lends
itself to a healthier lawn by encouraging deeper roots.

2) Flip the Strip program. The lawn in your park strip uses
between 5,000 and 8,000 gallons of water each year! By
replacing it with a water-efficient design, you will not only
conserve water and create more curb appeal, you could also
receive up to $1.25 per square foot with the Flip Your Strip
rebate program.
