Adoption of the Vulnerability Study and Emergency Operations

Ron Foggin, Assistant Administrator presented a resolution to council adopting the city “Hazard Vulnerability Assessment and Emergency Operations Plan.  He indicated that these documents are to help the city understand the type of emergency and anticipate what to do in the event of these major hazards or situations also the effect of the event and how we will respond to each major event. Presentation for review of the Lehi City Ordinance amending the 



Lehi City Water Conversation Plan (Brenn ByBee)
Brenn ByBee, reported to the council that every five years the state requires that the city introduce a water plan so in being consistent with the city’s Mission Statement and also with our Resource Management Vision this plan was devised.  Several resources have been implemented over the past couple of years i.e., meters have been replaced, a smart controller system has been added for water conservation, a 0-scape design and landscaping is being put in.  These measures have reduced the use of water at 5 percent and secondary at least 4 percent in the five year period.  Mr. Bybee indicated that for council consideration he would like to reinstate a resource conservation committee.

Brenn ByBee indicated that the city is currently working on an energy grant and in conjunction a Strategic Energy Plan was devised.  He presented the Strategic Resource Management Plan to the mayor and council for review.  He added that he and consultants have been working on energy efficiency strategy for the city, which is compiled in the plan he presented, and asked that the council review the document for consideration for approval at the next city council meeting.

The council was in agreement to proceed.

He announced that Family Week will begin the week of the November 22 through November 28 and encouraged those present to attend and show their support.
