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The Serimpian Club was organized April 27, 1949, under the sponsorship of
the Liahonian Women’s Federated Club of Lehi.

It was first known as the Junior Liahonian Club and later chose the name
Serimpian, a combination of the words service, improvement and Appreciation,
which express the aims of the club.

First-year officers were: Martha Kenning, president; Marie Hutchings, vice
president; Udine Cooper, secretary-treasurer; Carol Hill, historian; and Vea Jean
Brown, social chairman.
