PARTICIPATION REQUIREMENTS

In order to participate in the Lifeguard Training Program you must:

+ Must be at least 15 years old by the last day of class.

+ Must pass the pretest on the first day of class. The pretest is a
swim tread swim sequence with 150 yard swim followed by a two
minute tread and finish with another 50 yard swim. A mixture
of front crawl or breaststroke are used. A 25 yard swim to deep
end to retrieve a 10 Ib. brick and swim back to shallow end.
Lifeguarding, First Aid, CPR, AED and Administering Emergency
Oxygen certifications included in the class.
